Keep MetroRapid bus service simple —
as precursor to rail on Lamar-Guadalupe
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♦ We'd want a high-quality bus precursor to rail, anyway!
• Even if a light rail project were already under way for Lamar-Guadalupe, a precursor high-quality bus service would be a good way to build ridership and let the public know better transit was on the way...
♦ It's important to keep MetroRapid simple — avoid heavy investment!
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• MetroRapid stations and other infrastructure should be kept low-cost and modular so facilities can be readily and cheaply relocated, as needed, for use by light rail (with likely FTA approval)...
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♦ Install light rail in Lamar-Guadalupe, re-purpose MetroRapid buses for Mueller
• MetroRapid service can operate for several years as precursor to light rail, then be re-deployed to Mueller and east side corridors as precursors to future rail there...
• It makes much more sense to install rail in the heavy-traffic corridor, and high-quality bus service in the lower-volume, less congested Mueller and east side corridors!
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
